Classroom Expectations and Guidelines

Grading Scale:
90% - 100% = A

Tardy Policy:
Students are to be in their seats when the bell rings.  Come to class prepared.  Do not leave your supplies in your locker.  If you forget something and have to go to your locker—you are tardy.  Tardiness is not an acceptable practice in the workplace nor is it acceptable in the classroom.  The teacher will follow the tardy policy found in the student handbook.  On the first tardy, you will be given a verbal warning. On the second offense, you will be assigned a 15 minute detention to be served after school the same day (or the next day—only special situations will be considered).  If you miss a detention you will serve 15 minutes for two consecutive days.  

Daily Starters:
At the beginning of class, there will be a few review questions on the board or overhead.  You are required to do these problems to the best of your ability.  If you finish quickly, please remain quiet until everyone is finished.  If you have problems remaining quiet, you will receive a zero on the starter.

Classwork:
Homework and classroom assignments will be 65% of your grade.  Tests and Quizzes will be 30% of your grade.  You will receive a participation grade for working in class each day.  The participation grade will be 5% of your overall grade.  This grade includes the starter activities and working on your daily assignments in the time that is provided.  If you do not work in the time that is provided you will lose the participation points for the day. The teacher expects each and every student to complete each and every assignment.  We will have an assignment almost every day.  You will have class time to work on the assignment.  There is no reason why a student cannot complete the assignment by the next day.  Assignments will be due the following day and will be collected in a folder in the back of the room. Students not meeting a deadline for handing in an assignment will receive 90% credit for being one day late and 50% credit after it is more than 5 days late.  Absent students will have 2 days to complete missing assignments, after the third day the assignment will be late.  

Assignments:
Assignments must have names on them.  They must be neat and orderly.  The answers should be circled.  Students need to show his or her work to fully understand the concepts covered in class.  When the teacher hands back an assignment, the student is not allowed to throw it away until after class.  The reason for this is because it causes too much disruption during class and the teacher wants you to see the corrections made on the paper so that you can learn from your mistakes.

Make-Up work:
If a student is absent from a class, it is the STUDENT’S responsibility to get the assignment from the teacher.  The teacher will not track you down and give it to you.  

Bathroom Policy:
Everyone needs to use the restroom from time to time.  The teacher will let you go as needed (generally, one student at a time); however, please ask appropriately—not while the teacher is instructing and not right at the beginning of class—if you choose to go at the beginning of class you will be tardy.  Do not abuse your privileges or the teacher will limit your use of the restroom.

Discipline Policy:

· Follow the school rules.
· Have respect for yourself, your school, and other people including the teacher.
· Please raise your hand to speak and do not talk while someone else is talking including while the teacher is talking.

· Be courteous and respectful.
"Discipline yourself, and others won't need to. Never lie, never cheat, never steal," and "Earn the right to be proud and confident."  Coach John Wooden
If a discipline problem occurs, the following actions will be taken:

1. The teacher will tell the student the behavior is not appropriate and instruct the student to stop the behavior.

2. If the behavior continues, the teacher will meet with the student either after class, after school, or before school to determine what corrective actions the student must take.  A detention may be assigned.

3. If a student continues to be a distraction, the teacher will call or email the student’s parent or guardian to discuss what actions need to be taken in order to correct the behavior.

Note from the teacher:

All that I ask is that you “try” to understand the material.  Trying and failing is better than failing to try.  Do your best and try to learn from your mistakes.  Your effort to learn is almost as important as what you learn.  Have pride and confidence in yourself to do the best that you can.
