SCHS/HHS Trivia Answers

1. On November 16, 1921, the school building caught fire.  Owing to the somewhat isolated location and the lack of a waterworks system, the building was a complete loss.  All the school records, including grades and graduate listings were destroyed.  (See below for pictures)
2. The limestone stadium project was a WPA project and was completed in October, 1936.

3. In 1966 the name of the school changed due to the unification of the school system.  From then on, Sheridan Community High School has been known as Hoxie High School.   The first class to graduate from Hoxie High School was the class of 1967.  
4. The first name of our high school was Sheridan County High School.  The name was changed by an act of the state legislature in 1924 to Sheridan Community High School.
5. The auditorium-theater construction began in July, 1977.
